Lighting of the Fourth Advent Candle: The Angel’s Candle

So that Scripture would be fulfilled…

The Old Testament is filled with prophecies about the Savior. Many of these prophecies were fulfilled during the
circumstances surrounding Jesus’ birth. The fulfillment of each and every one of these prophecies is intended:

● to show that the author of the entire Bible is God: what he prophecies will happen and,

● to identify Jesus of Nazareth as the Savior who was foretold, and

● to show that God determined and set his heart to save us by sending own Son.

After rising from the dead, Jesus said to his disciples in Luke 24:44-45 “’These are My words which I spoke to you
while I was still with you, that all things which are written about Me in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the
Psalms must be fulfilled.’ Then He opened their minds to understand the Scriptures.”

On this morning of Christmas Eve, let us ponder the Old Testament prophecies which were fulfilled during the time
surrounding Jesus’ birth.

The very first Gospel promise… that a child born of a woman would crush Satan’s head.

Pastor Bartels:
Genesis 3:15 [To the serpent God said,] I will put hostility between you and the woman, and between your seed and her
seed. He will crush your head, and you will crush his heel.

Fulfillment: The seed of a woman:
Congregation:
Galatians 4:44 But when the set time had fully come, God sent his Son to be born of a woman, so that he would be
born under the law, 5 in order to redeem those under the law, so that we would be adopted as sons.

Fulfillment: Destroy the power of the devil:
Pastor Van Kampen:
Hebrews 2:14 Therefore, since the children share flesh and blood, he also shared the same flesh and blood, so that
through death he could destroy the one who had the power of death that is, the Devil

A gracious donor has offered to match dollar for dollar any donations given to the Endowment Fund up to $10,000. A
gift to the Holy Cross Endowment Fund is a gift which 'keeps on giving." Once a gift is given to the fund, it builds
interest or income. Only the interest is spent annually. The larger the fund grows, the greater the amount of interest
that's available for the congregation to use for key non-budgeted items. This is an important fund for Holy Cross. For
example, this year the Fund was used for the purchase and installation of 12 outdoor security cameras. Currently the
Endowment Fund balance is approximately $385,000. Praise God for this wonderful opportunity!
