God sends his Spirit on his chosen Servant - a Messianic prophecy

Here is my servant, whom I uphold, my chosen one in whom I delight. I am placing my Spirit on him. He will
announce a just verdict for the nations. 2He will not cry out. He will not raise his voice. He will not make his
voice heard in the street. 3A bent reed he will not break, and a dimly burning wick he will not snuff out. He will
faithfully bring forth a just verdict. 4He will not burn out, and he will not be broken until he establishes justice
on the earth.

God anointed Jesus with the Holy Spirit and with power.

34Then Peter began to speak: “Now I really am beginning to understand that God does not show favoritism,
35but in every nation, anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. 36He sent his word to
the people of Israel, proclaiming the good news of peace through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all.
37“You know what happened throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John preached.
38God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power. He went around doing good and
healing all who were oppressed by the Devil, because God was with him.
